The Cleveland Foundation, in partnership with the Cuyahoga County Office of Re-Entry, and the City of Cleveland and in concert with the goals of the Greater Cleveland Reentry Strategy Leadership Coalition, is seeking proposals to pilot a Social Enterprise Program within Cuyahoga County to serve ex-offenders returning to Greater Cleveland. It is anticipated that up to $600,000 will be available for high quality proposals. This represents the total amount available for all proposals. There is no upper or lower limit on the amount the lead applicant may request. However, it is expected that the amount requested will be commensurate with the size and scope of the proposed program and outcomes. 

The Cleveland Foundation/Cuyahoga County Office of Reentry/City of Cleveland are seeking proposals that have an advanced business plan and may be ready for implementation within the first quarter of funding.

A pre-bid conference will be held on June 27 at the Cleveland Foundation’s Steve Minter Conference Room at 2 p.m.  Prospective applicants may ask questions and receive further clarification at this conference.
Applications are due to the Cleveland Foundation no later than Aug. 8, 2011, at 5 p.m. Late applications will not be accepted or reviewed.
