ELIGIBILITY
To be eligible, you must meet these requirements:

1) Be a child of or a current member or retiree of Communications Workers of America-District 4 (Membership tenure
must be at least 18 mos.)

2) Have, at a minimum, a 2.0 grade point average (GPA) on a 4.0 grade scale

3) Be accepted at an accredited college or university as a full or part-time student (at least six credit hours)

will be one half the maximum award amount. Payment is made to the educational institution for the benefit of the
recipient and is contingent upon verification of enroliment.
