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Biography: George Seremba
On Dec. 10, 1980, George Seremba was abducted by military soldiers in his homeland of Uganda, shot six times, and left for dead. 

In his play, Come Good Rain, he retells that experience on that night, when he was abducted by Milton Obote's military soldiers, taken into Namanve forest, and shot. Seremba was discovered by a small boy who was searching to see if anyone from his village, Bweyogerere, had fallen victim to the gunshots heard during the night. 

Seremba had fought death by singing a song from one of his favorite folk tales about a small girl, abandoned by her mother in a wilderness, who found herself in a similar situation. 

"She became my guardian angel," Seremba said. "I did not want the forest to be my perpetual prison.”

Seremba returned to Bweyogerere in 1989. Villagers asked Seremba, who had become an actor in his new country of Canada, whether he would write a play about his experience. 

"It was at that point that I realized they did not see just a story, but a play,” he said. “I felt they commissioned me to write it,"

Come Good Rain has been performed more than 300 times, many by Seremba himself. He is now working on several other plays that are in different stages of development. 

Seremba holds a doctoral degree in drama from Trinity College, Dublin, Ireland, and a bachelor’s degree in English and drama studies from Makerere University, Kampala, Uganda. He has taught college courses on the theater history in Africa and ancient Greece, acting, and cultural identities, among others. 

Seremba has appeared in numerous television shows and plays in his adopted countries of Canada and Ireland.  
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
